
What are the symptoms of Hepatitis A?  Hepatitis A is a virus of the liver, which can cause jaundice 
(yellow skin and eyes), stomach pain, fever, nausea, vomiting, dark urine, and fatigue.

How is it spread?  Hepatitis A is spread when a person ingests food, drinks, or substances that have been 
contaminated with a sick person’s feces (poop).
