Section 3-7A-10 - Destruction of domesticated species exposed to rabid animal; optional quarantine

Those domesticated species, for which rabies vaccine is recognized and recommended, upon
exposure or potential exposure to a known rabid animal, shall be humanely destroyed or
slaughtered immediately. Provided, however, the owner has the option of quarantining the
animal or animals based on the recommendations of the Alabama Department of Public
Health upon consultation with the U.S. Public Health Service.
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
