INTRODUCTION

This Mortality Statistics publication is Volume |l of four volumes of Alabama Vital Events. An
annual publication, it contains basically the same information as was presented in the "Mortality"
section of the Alabama Vital Events publication for the years 1986 through 1993. A subsection
presenting additional information on cerebrovascular diseases has been added and appears on
page 27. The fetai death subsection has been removed from this volume and now appears in
Volume I, Pregnancy Statistics.

For years 1972 through 1993, the Alabama Vital Events publication consisted of

approximately 275 pages of tables, graphs, and charts. Beginning in 1894, this publication has
been divided into four Qoiumes: Volume |, Pregnancy Statistics (the former "Natality" section
plus fetal deaths); Volume il, Mortality Statistics {the former "Mortality” section): Volume III,
Marriage and Divorce Statistics (the former "Marriage" and "Divorce" sections); and Volume v,
County Profiles (the former "Area Profiles” section).

Mortality data provide one of the most valuable references available for analyzing health
status. This volume provides a diverse array of users with information on the most frequently
reguested mortality subjects. While this volume is published for each individual calendar year, it
contains selected tables which inciude historical data covering several years. Variables and
géographical areas included in this publication were selected to maximize value to the user.
Subsections relating specifically to diseases of the heart, malignant neoplasms (cancer},
cerebrovascular diseases, accidents, suicide, homicide, infant mortality, and maternal mortality -

are included.
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MORTALITY
1994 NMortality Highlights:

® Deaths in Alabama , numbering 41,631 in 1994, reached a new record high for the second year in a
row. The 1994 rate of 10.2, up one-tenth of a point from last year, was the highest rate since 1940,

The rate {10.2} and the number (30,794) for.white deaths were both record highs.

Deaths to black and other races increased by only two in 1994. However, these 10,837 deaths
represented the highest number of deaths to black and other race Alabamians since 1969.

The black and other race death rate of 10.0 deaths per 1,000 population was lower than the 10.2 rate
for white Alabamians for the first time since records have been maintained. In 1940 the black and other
race death rate of 14.1 was nearly 66 percent higher than the white rate.

The 1994 median age at death of Alabama decedents was 74 vears.

Deaths from heart disease, the leading cause of death since 1926, decreased by 442 over the year. The
13,107 heart disease deaths during 1994 produced a rate of 319.7 deaths per 100,000 population in
Alabama which was higher than the provisional national rate of 281.86.

Deaths from malignant neoplasms {cancer) in 1994 increased by 301 from the 1993 total. This was
the twenty-fourth consecutive year in which the number of cancer deaths established a new record high.
The 1994 total of 9,442 deaths was almost 2% times the 1960 total of 3,830 deaths.

A record low number of Alabamians died from cerebrovascular diseases (stroke) in 1994. Stroke deaths
decreased 197 over the vear to a total of 2,636.

Suicide deaths increased by nine in 1994 to a new record high. There were 584 suicide deaths in 1994,

48 of which were teenagers. For the third consecutive year, a record high number of teens died from
suicide. -

Homicides increased by eight over the year and at 807 became the fourth highest total ever recorded.
There were 87 homicides involving teenage victims, a new record high. The previous high total for
teenage homicides was 80 in 1992. Homicide was the leading cause of death for black and other youths
15-34 vears of age.

Deaths from diabetes mellitus increased by over 25 percent in 1994, the greatest increase among all
leading causes of death. The 1,07% deaths and rate of 26.1 were the highest ever for this cause.

Deaths from human immunodeficiency virus infection increased by over 24 percent in 1994, the second
greatest increase among all leading causes of death, The 398 deaths and rate of 9.7 were the highest
ever for this cause.

Butler County and Greene County tied for the highest overall mortality rate of 14.0 each. Shelby
County, with a rate of 6.4, had the lowest mortality rate in the state for the sixth consecutive year.

The infant mortality rate of 10.1 deaths per 1,000 live births was a new record low for the third
consecutive year. Alabama’s rate still remains one of the highest among ali states.

The white infant mortality rate decreased to 6.9, a new record low. The black and other race rate
increased from 14.8 in 1393 to 16.1, the highest rate since 1991.

Over 26 percent of all infant deaths involved teenage mothers.

Over 21 percent of all infant deaths were to infants weighing less than 600 grams {1 pound and 2
ounces) at birth. Both the proportion of all live births and infant deaths comprised by under 500 gram
babies have increased during recent years,

Congenital anomalies remained the leading cause of infant death during 1994, claiming 123 lives.

DISEASES OF THE HEART—--Have been the leading
cause of death in Alabama since 1826. The 1994 total
of 13,107 was 442 below the 1993 figure of 13,549
and became the fifth highest number of heart disease
deaths since recording of this data. Only the years of
1988, 1989, 1991, and 1993 had more heart disease
deaths. The 1994 heart disease rate of 319.7 dropped
12 points. Diseases of the heart were responsible for
atmost one out of every three deaths.

MALIGNANT NEOPLASMS—Have been the second
leading cause of death in Alabama since 1966, The
9,442 cancer deaths during 1994 exceeded the 1993
record high total by 301 deaths, a 3.3 percent
increase. Alabama’s cancer death rate of 230.3 in
1994 was nearly double the 1960 rate of 117.1.

CEREBROVASCULAR DISEASES-—Remained the third
leading cause of death in Alabama during 19384, a
position it has held since 1968. Deaths from
cerebrovascutar disease {2,638} were a record low in
1994, down 197 from the 1993 total. The 1994 rate
of 64,3 for this disease was iess than half of the 133.9
rate recarded in 1970.

ACCIDENTS—Have been the fourth leading cause of
death in the state since 1949, The 2,148 accidental
deaths in Alabama were up only 5 from 1923 while the
rate of 52.4 was down one-tenth due to population
increase. The 2,148 accidental deaths during 1894
were only 112 above the figure recorded in 1860.
Over the last 35 years, accidental deaths have
remained relatively stable with a low of 1,207 in 1982
and a high of 2,603 during 1971.

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DISEASES OF THE HEART

Major cardiovascular diseases accounted for
almost 40 percent of all deaths in Alabama. The
largest component of this disease group, diseases
of the heart, was the cause responsible for nearly
one-third of the mortality of Alabama’s residents.

Since heart disease became Alabama’s leading
cause of death with a mortality rate of 108.4 in
19286, the death rate has tripled. Heart disease has
been the leading cause of death for 68 years.

Alabama’s rate of mortality from heart
disease was above that of the nation. The national
rate has been decreasing during recent years,
reaching the lowest point ever recorded this year at
281.6. Prior to 1987 Alabama’s rate of mortality
from heart disease was below that of the nation.

However, beginning in 1987 Alabama’s rate has
exceeded the national rate.

Differences by race and sex for heart disease
were not great, but were rather consistent. For the
white race the mortality rate of 334.6 was higher
than the 278.1 rate for black and others. The male
mortality rate of 328.1 was higher than the 312.0
rate for females. It is interesting that for major
cardiovascular diseases, which includes diseases of
the heart, cerebrovascular diseases, atherosclerosis,
hypertension and other diseases of the arteries, the
female mortality rate at 411.1 was higher than the
male mortality rate of 399.3 for the second
consecutive year. The female rate had never been
higher than the male rate until 1993.

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MALIGNANT NEOPLASMS

As the second leading cause of death,
malignant neoplasms accounted for almost 23
percent of all deaths. The 9,442 deaths in 1994
' attributed to this cause were almost two and a half
times the number experienced in 1960 and the rate
of 230.3 per 100,000 population was nearly double
the rate experienced during 1960.

Males continued to experience significantly
higher mortality rates from cancer than females. In
1994, the rate for males increased over three
percent and the rate for females increased over two
percent. The margin between the two rates
increased from 57.6 in 1993 to 62.0 in 1994.

mainly to cancer of the bronchus and lung where
the rate for males has consistently been more than
double the rate for females. In 1994 the male rate
was 91.3 compared to 43.0 for females.

The national rate for malignant neoplasms has
either increased or remained constant each year
since 1960 except for 1979, although the increases
have been at a much slower pace than that for
Alabama (a 38% increase versus a 96% increase in
Alabama). Alabama’s rate first exceeded the
national rate in 1986 and has remained above the
national rate since that time. The 230.3 rate for
Alabama in 1994 marked the eleventh consecutive

CEREBROVASCULAR DISEASES

The third leading cause of death, cerebrovascular
diseases, is regarded as being synonymous with
"stroke” in many studies. Included in this cause are
conditions classified as "vascular lesions affecting
the central nervous system” prior to 1969 in
Alabama and prior to 1968 in national data
published by the National Center for Health
Statistics.

Alabama's rate of mortality due to
cerebrovascular diseases has steadily declined to
where the 64.3 rate during 1994 was less than half
of the 133.9 rate experienced during 1970.
Alabama's rate has consistently exceeded that for
the nation. However, the margin of difference has
steadily decreased to where Alabama’s rate of
mortality during 1994 was only 5.1 deaths per
100,000 population greater than that for the nation.

Another significant trend involving
cerebrovascuiar diseases mortality has been the
decreasing difference in the rates by race. The rate
for the white population has decreased by nearly
half from 118.4 in 1970 to 63.1 in 1994. The
actual number of white deaths due to this cause
has declined from 3,001 in 1970 to 1,905 in
1994. During these same years, the black and
other rate has decreased to nearly a third from
177.0 in 1970 to 67.7 during 1994. The actual
number of deaths has decreased from 1,617 in
1970 to 731 during 1994.

Cerebrovascular diseases mortality was more
prominent in the older age groups with 95 percent
of all deaths to decedents 50 vears of age or older.
The median age at death due to this cause was 80
years in 1994.

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ACCIDENTS

Alabama’s rate of accidental death has
consistently exceeded that for the nation. The
Alabama and national rates have declined since
1960; however, the rate of accidental death in
Alabama has remained rather stable since the early
1980’s,

Motor vehicle fatality was responsibie for almost
55 percent of all Alabama accidental deaths.
Alabama’s 1994 motor vehicle fatality rate {28.8
deaths per 100,000 population) was nearly double
the national 1994 provisional rate of 16.2.

Accidental mortality was the leading cause of
death among the 1-34 year age group and the third

leading cause among the 35-64 age group.

Accidental death rates differed between white
and black and other populations when age groups
were examined. White rates exceeded black and
other rates by at least 10 points in the 15-24 and
75 and older age groups. Rates for black and other
exceeded white rates by at least 10 points in the
under one, 1-4, and 35b-74 age groups.

The second leading cause of accidental death
was falls. Almost 65 percent of all deaths from
falls were in the 75 or oider age group. Falls and
motor vehicle accidents comprised 63 percent of all
accidental deaths to seniors aged 65 and older.

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SUICIDE

For the past five years the numbers and rates of
suicide deaths have remained somewnhat stable. Still, the
number of suicides during 1994 was the highest total
ever recorded since this information has been gathered.
The 1994 suicide rate was nearly double the rate
reported in 1960. Improvements in reporting the cause
of death may have accounted for some of this increase.

Almost 86 percent of all 1994 suicides involved the
white race and over 67 percent were white males. While
suicides and suicide rates among the black and other
race populations declined slightly over the past two
years, the 1992, 1993, and 1994 figures were still the
highest totals recorded.

Suicide rates differed by gender. For whites the 1994
rates per 100,000 population were 26.8 suicides for
males and 7.0 for females. For black and other the rates
were 13.5 for males and 2.6 for females.

Seven children aged 5-14 died from suicide in 19394.
Suicide was the third leading cause of death among both
the 15-19 age group and the 20-24 age group. Teenage
suicide deaths were a record high.

The age group with the highest number of suicides
was the 30-39 age group. There has been a 62 percent
increase in the number of suicides in this age group since
1990. However, the age group with the highest rate of
suicide was the 80 and over age group with 36 suicides
and a rate of 27.8 per 100,000 population. Suicide rates
were considerably higher for males than females (77.7
versus 5.6) among the age 80 and over age group. No
black and other females over age 80 {an estimated
population base of approximately 18,000) committed
suicide in 1994 or 1993 and only three black and other
women aged 80 or more committed suicide during the
past five years.

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HOMICIDE

Alabama’s rate of mortality from homicide and legal
intervention has consistently remained abave that for the
nation. This trend continued during 1394.

The number of homicides increased by 8 to 607 in
1994, the fourth highest total ever recorded. Homicides
involving Alabama children under 20 years of age
decreased by four over the year from 106in 1983 to 102
in 1994. This was the first decrease in this age group
over a seven year span. The 19394 figure was 132
percent higher than the 44 homicides reported in 1988
for victims under age 20.

There were 221 homicides among Alabama’s white
papulation which was the third highest number ever
recorded and the highest total since 1980. Homicides
to white females decreased from 72 in 1993 to 62 in

1994, a 14 percent decrease.

In 1994, Alabama had the second highest number of
homicides {386} ever recorded for the black and other
population. Homicide was the sixth leading cause of
death for this group and continued to be the leading
cause of death among the black and other population for
ages 15-34. Over 52 percent of all homicide deaths
during 1994 involved black and other males. Forty-five
percent of all deaths involving black and other males, 15-
19 years of age, were homicides.

Firearms were used in almost three-quarters of all
1994 homicides while cutting or piercing instruments
caused another eleven percent.

The median age at death for homigide victims was 31
years.

Alabama’s infant mortality rate, at 10.1,
decreased by 0.2 deaths per 1,000 live births for
the second year in a row. This rate has decreased
51 points from the 61.3 rate posted in 1940, Even
though this was the lowest rate Alabama recorded,
it was still among the highest infant mortality rates
in the U.S. The 1994 provisional infant mortality
rate for the nation was at an all-time record low of
7.9, This was the thirty-second consecutive year
the national rate decreased.

The white infant mortality rate of 6.9 was down
one whole point from the 1993 rate of 7.9 and
down six-tenths of a point from the previous record
low of 7.5 recorded in 1992. The white infant
mortality rate of 6.9 and the 275 deaths were less
than half of the figures recorded in 1976,

The black and other infant mortality rate rose
for the first time in three years. The 342 infant
deaths for this population were up 20 from last
year's total and the rate of 16.1 was up 1.3 points.
The 1994 figure, even with the increase of 20, was
still the second lowest ever recorded. The rate was
the fourth lowest on record.

The 1994 neonatal mortality rate declined

another tenth of a point, and at 6.5, became the
new record iow for this category. White neonatal
mortality dropped nine-tenths of a point to 4.1, a
new record low, while black and other neonatal
mortality rose 1.3 points to 10.9, the highest rate
since 1991, The black and other rate of 10.9 was
over two-and-a-half times the white rate of 4.1,

QOver 26 percent of all infant deaths in 1994
were to teenage mothers. Twenty-three percent of
all white infant deaths and 29 percent of all black
and other infant deaths involved teenage mothers.

Congenital anomalies was again the leading
cause of death followed by disorders relating to
short gestation and unspecified fow birthweight,
sudden infant death syndrome, and respiratory
distress syndrome. These four causes were
responsible for b5 percent of all infant deaths.

Builock County had the highest infant mortality
rate at 35.1 followed closely by Lamar County at
30.0. Cherokee County was the only county with
no infant deaths. Eleven counties had only one
infant death. Of these eleven, Geneva had the
lowest infant mortality rate {3.1) because it had the
largest number of resident births.

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MATERNAL MORTALITY

The occurrence of maternal death in Alabama
has decreased considerably since 1940. There
were 386 maternal deaths during 1940 producing
a maternal mortality rate of 61.3 per 10,000 live
births. This figure reached an all time low in 1987
of six maternal deaths, producing a rate of 1.0 per
10,000 live births.

The ten maternal deaths in 1994 were a
decrease of two from the 1993 total. The rate of
1.6 maternal deaths per 10,000 live births ailso
reflected a small decrease from the previous year.

However, Alabama'’s maternal mortality rate

consistently has exceeded that for the nation. The
1994 provisional national rate was 0.9,

Of Alabama’s ten maternal deaths in 1994,
three were white and seven were other than white.
The analysis of rates between races was
complicated by small totals. However, black and
other maternal deaths and death rates historically
have been higher than those of whites.

Six of Alabama’s ten maternal deaths were
women aged 20-29 vears. Thres of these deaths
were Jefferson County residents. No other county
reported more than one maternal death for 1994,

TECHNICAL NOTES

COMPLETENESS OF DATA

The registration of deaths is thought to be
nearly 100 percent complete since a certificate is
completed hefore the final disposition of the
remains in most instances. However, it is
recognized that infant deaths may be under
registered, particularly where death occurs away
from a hospital within the first few days of life.

In some cases of homicide or accidental
deaths in which the body is not discovered for a
considerable period of time after the death has
occurred, the date of death is estimated. If this
estimated date of death is for a prior year to the
year in which the body is discovered, the
certificate is added to the end of that year's
records even though the file for that year may
have already been closed out. The information
from these certificates is not included in
tabuiations. Other death certificates are simply
filed too late to be included in the final
tabulations. Whatever the case may be, the
number of delayed certificates is too small to be
of significant statistical value.

QUALITY OF DATA

Every precaution is taken to minimize errors
in the raw data during its preparation and receipt.
Death Certificates filed with the Center for Health
Statistics are visually checked for completeness
and retumed if found to be incomplete or
improperly completed.

Prior to coding, each document is edited for
consistency and completeness. Selected data
items are verified before computer entry.
Following - computer entry, data items are
subjected to numerous validity and consistency
edits.

CAUSE OF DEATH

All causes of death are coded in accordance
with the International Classification of Diseases,
Ninth Revision, (ICD). The ninth revision was

first used for cause of death classification on
January 1, 1979,

The cause of death coded for tabulating
death data is the "underlying cause” as
determined from information provided on the
death certificates by the attending physician,
coroner, or medical examiner. The "underlying
cause" is defined as that cause deemed
responsible for the sequence of morbid events
leading directly to death,

Specific causes of death which are
considered in developing the leading causes of
death for decedents aged one year and greater
are those listed in the "List of 72 Selected
Causes” maintained by the National Center for
Health Statistics (NCHS) and published in various
mortality publications produced by that agency.
It should be noted that Alzheimer’'s Disease was
first included in this ranking starting with 1924
data.

The specific causes which are considered in
developing leading causes of death for infants are
those listed in the "List of 61 Selected Causes of
Infant Death" maintained by NCHS.

CLASSIFICATION OF DATA BY PLACE

Vital events may be classified by "place of
occurrence” or by "place of residence.” Data
classified by “place of occurrence” are
statistically counted according to the geographic
location where the event occurred regardless of
residence. i

Data classified according to "place of
residence” are statistically counted according to
the usual residence of the decedent, without
regard to the geographic location where the
decedent died or was killed. Thus, if an Alabama
resident has a fatal automobile accident in
another state, the event is counted as a "resident
death" in Alabama, but an "occurrence death” in
the state where the event occurred.

While it is recognized that occurrence data
have administrative vaiue, especially for planning
hospital and clinic facilities, resident statistics are
more useful tools in determining heaith indexes
for planning and evaluation purposes. Therefore,
data presented in this report are by place of
residence except where otherwise noted.
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RACE

Certificates which include race classifications
are generally coded using nine racial categories.
However, for reporting purposes, two categories
are utilized, White includes Mexican, Puerto
Rican, Cajun, Creole, and other Caucasian. The
"black and other” racial group includes Black,
American Indian, Chinese, Japanese, Hawaiian,
Filipino, other Asian or ¥acific Islander, or
mixtures of white and other races.

According to the 1990 Census of Population
for Alabama, the "black and other” racial group
as presented in this publication can be assumed
to consist of 895.9 percent Black, 1.5 percent
American Indian, 0.4 percent Asian Indian, 0.3
percent Korean, 0.4 percent Chinese, 0.2 percent
Japanese, 0.2 percent Vietnamese, 0.2 percent
Filipino, and 0.9 percent all other non-white
races.

HANDLING OF UNKNOWNS

ltems which are reported as "unknown" or
for which no response was provided are not
statistically distributed into the frequency
distribution. Rather, these items are shown as
"not stated” in the tables and graphs throughout
this publication.

The only exceptions to this rule are for race
and sex. Race cannot be determined in very few
instances. However, when this does occur the
race is considered "white" for reporting purposes.
If sex cannot be determined, the sex is
considered male if the day of birth is odd and
female if the day of birth is even.

STATISTICAL RATE LIMITATIONS

All statistics are subject to chance variation.
Such random variation in a large universe of data
has little effect on the gquality or usefulness of the
data. However, random variation occurring when
the number of events is limited or when the
poputation base on which the rate is predicated is
small may produce rates which are correct but of
limited value for application purposes.

In this report rates are given even when there
were few occurrences of a particular vital event,
Warnings are issued in table footnotes when the
rates may be unstable.

A second limitation involves rates calculated
using small population bases. In this report such
rates are published, but population base
limitations are noted in the table footnotes.

Rates which are subject to these limitations
are accurate, but would not be stable for use in
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certain statistical procedures, especially time
analysis,

DEFINITIONS

AUTOPSY -— The postmortem examination of
a body, usually by a doctor of forensic science, to
determine the underlying cause of death.
CAUSE OF DEATH — The cause of death
presented in this publication is the "underlying
cause” which is defined as the cause deemed
responsible for the sequence of morbid events
leading directly to death. Deaths, by cause, are
classified according to the iInternafional
Classification of Diseases, Ninth Revision,
following instructions established by the National
Center for Health Statistics.

CRUDE DEATH RATE — The number of
deaths per a specified number of population {i.e.,
per 1,000 or 100,000). Crude rates are not
adjusted for differences in demographic
distributions among populations.

DEATH — Death is generally defined as no
spontaneous respiratory or cardiac function and
no expectation of recovery of these functions.
For definitions of death determination under other
than general circumstances, the Code of Alabama
should be consulted.

ESTIMATED POPULATION — Estimated
population as of April 1 of the year for which the
estimate is made.

INFANT DEATH — Death of a liveborn infant
under one year of age.

MATERNAL DEATH — A death due to
complications of pregnancy, labor, delivery or
puerperium (ICD codes 630-676).

NEONATAL DEATH -— Death of a liveborn
infant occurring within the first 27 days of life.
OCCURRENCE DATA — Data complied as to
the geographical place the event occurred without
regard to residence.

PERINATAL DEATH — Death of a fetus of 28
or more weeks gestation or death of a liveborn
infant under seven days of life. It should be noted
that there are several definitions for perinatal
death. Caution should be exercised to assure that
the same definition is being used in analysis.
POSTNEONATAL DEATH — Death of a
liveborn infant after the first 27 days of life, but
before one year of age. .
RESIDENT DATA — Data compiled as to the
usual place of residence without regard to the
geographical place where the event occurred.

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TIPS ON USING VITAL EVENTS DATA

This publication presents a recording of the
most requested statistics relating to vital events
and is a source of information which can be used
in further analysis. While many users of vital
statistics have a good working knowledge of this
subject, others may not fully understand this
application and the data limitations. This section
discusses special concerns when working with
vital statistics.

INFORMATION IS AVAILABLE BY
RESIDENCE OR OCCURRENCE

Information on vital events can be produced
by the place where the event occurred or by the
residence of individuals involved in these events.
Most studies require information by residence.
All vital events data contained in this publication
are by residence except for Table 25 on
accidental deaths by type and age group which is
for deaths occurring in Alabama.

Caution should be exercised in determining
whether to use data by residence or occurrence
because rather large differences can result.

USING TOTALS OR RATES/RATIOS

Vital events can be reported as totals, rates
or ratios. Totals will suffice when the user needs
to know how many times a certain event

occurred and no relationship or comparison is to-

be made with other areas or different time
periods.

When different areas or time periods are
being studied it may be best to use rates or
ratios. Populations vary between areas or over
time in the same area. It may be that variations
in the occurrence of vital events could result from
changes in the population and do not indicate a
new frend in vital statistics.

Rates or ratios express the occurrence of
selected vital events in relation to a set standard.
For example, the crude death rate is expressed
per 1,000 total population. This comparison
removes differences between sizes of areas
being compared or changes in population over
time and aliows for analysis of changes in vital
event patterns.

VITAL EVENT REPORTING LIMITATIONS

Unfortunately, many studies which utilize
vital events information are limited by the fact
that all events or variables which are needed may
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notbe reported. Legal requirements and difficulty
of collection tend to restrict the availability of
vital events information.

Fortunately, reporting limitations should be of
minor concerm relating to mortality since all
deaths are legally required to be reported,
However, the analysis of selected subjects should
consider this potential limitation.

VARIATIONS IN DEFINITIONS

Differences in definitions may pose concern
when a comparison is being made between
Alabama and other states or the nation. While
most definitions are consistent nationwide, there
are some vital events such as fetal deaths and
some methods of anaiysis such as the perinatal
mortality rate which vary in definition. To assure
consistency, a user should compare definitions
when studying different states or the nation.

SMALL NUMBER LIMITATIONS

There are twa limitations involving small
numbers. One involves a small number of
cccurrences for a particular vital event and the
other involves rates or ratios calculated for a
small population even though the number of
occurrences of that event may not be considered
small. Since this publication is a historical
recording of the occurrences of vital events in
Alabama, small numbers and rates or ratios
derived by using small numbers or small
populations are published. However, caution
should be exercised concerning the use of such
data in a study. Statistical stability cannot be
assured when small numbers are used in some
formulas.

if asimple guote is needed with no analysis
over time or comparison to other areas being
made, small numbers should pose no threat to a
study, However, if small numbers are being used
for more than simple quote it may be necessary
to calculate a rate or ratio for a period of years to
smooth out annual variations. Or it may be
necessary to perform a more detailed statistical
analysis to determine whether differences
between rates are statistically significant,

Determination of what constitutzsa small
number must be made by the individual user in
consideration of the study being conducted.
However, numbers smaller than 16 are generally
considered unstable for use in most statistical
computations.
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INFLUENCES ON VITAL STATISTICS

Every study involving vital statistics should be
analyzed for possible influences that are
independent of the variables included in the
study. For example, a study of cancer mortality
by county will reveal that some counties have
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higher mortality rates than others. However,
cancer mortality is known to be greater among
the elderly population and a higher rate may
actually be more of a reflection of the age of a
county's population than an indicator of other
cancer risk factors present in that county.



CONTRIBUTING SOURCES

SOURCE OF DATA

Certificates of 1994 deaths which were filed
with the state registrar of vital statistics were the
primary source of data for this report. Records of
deaths occurring outside the state to residents of
Alabama were obtained from transcripts of
‘certificates made available through a system of
interchange among all states and territories of the
United States as well as the provinces and
territories of Canada. United States data, historical
data and data from other states were taken from
publications of the National Center for Health
Statistics.

Population data for census years were obtained
from United States Bureau of Census publications.
Population estimates for years other than census
years were made available by the Center for
Business and Economic Research, University of
Alabama.
