Morgan Farrington facilitated a Power Point presentation on Advocacy and Stigma.  The 
presentation is part of a training the Policy & Advocacy work group created for community 
education.  The main points covered in the presentation were: 

• Causes of stigma and how it impacts individuals 

• How to avoid stigmatizing language 

• Marginalization 

• Intersectionality 

• Linkage to Care 
Dr. Tashuna Albritton facilitated a Power Point presentation on her funded research:  EHA has 
partnered with Dr. Albritton to provide consultation and feedback for this project. Her two 
primary research aims are to 

• Understand rural Black females’ sexual reproductive health services (SRHS) lived 
experiences across generations using Photovoice 

• Identify problems and develop a plan (i.e., intervention) to resolve the problem of 
persistent HIV disparities among young rural Black females using the SSM approach with 
EHA.
